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Dissolved Oxygen in the Hackensack River: 2009 Update
Since 1993, five locations on the Hackensack River have been sampled for water quality each season. The Meadowlands Environmental Research Institute has completed its monitoring of the surface water of the Hackensack River for 2009. Each point on the graph represents the average dissolved oxygen concentration for that year.  The average for 2009 is well above the criteria for this water body; the river is able to support the resident aquatic biota. The long term trend, covering 16 years, indicates a positive improvement in water quality, increasing over 10% since the monitoring program began in 1993. 
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
